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WHAT THE BUDGET INCLUDED? 

�x Approximately $4 billion is being set aside to cover increases in wages and
benefits for the approximately 300,000 workers covered under collective
agreements in the public sector, including teachers and support staff.

�x A new BC Child Opportunity Benefit �± starting in October 2020 �± that will provide
families with one child up to $1,600 per year, two children up to $2,600 and three
children up to $3,400.
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
